Replace the entire tie rod.

There is ball joint under the boot attached to the rack. These can weardown and cause slop. At PIR there is a corner
where if you are not carefull you can hook the inside front wheel behind the crub. All it takes is once like that and you
can damage the inner ball joint resulting in slop and need a replacement tie rod. Simple enough to change, but you
probably will need to pull the rack and do it on a bench. The tie rod threads on, but there may be some tabs you need
bend out of the way to turn it.
